English -  Week 1 - lesson 2TASK:
Yesterday you were making notes about how the global lockdowns have been making changes to the Earth. This was research for the writing task this week- part of  our Earth Day focus and the theme this year is ‘climate change’. 
You now need to turn your notes into a piece of writing that you draft and edit. It can be published on your class blog either by attaching a document or posting a picture of the work you have done if it is hand written (and possibly illustrated). 
You can pick to write one of the following:
1) A time capsule letter to yourself- a letter you will seal away for a long time and maybe read in ten or twenty years when this time at home is a memory. Write yourself a letter about Earth Day 2020 and climate change. Explaining what life is like in 2020. How is the issue of climate change being discussed this year? What is happening in the world now?  What do you think will happen to the world as a result of this time? 
Remember: paragraphs, a range of punctuation, a variety of sentence starters and to vary the length of your sentences. 
Or
2) Write a poem about the Earth and climate change. You could write about this being a time the Earth was healing or maybe about a time the earth stood still and changes were made to what we can see and hear in nature. 
Remember: it doesn’t have to rhyme, you could use repetition of the title or an important line you want your reader to remember, you could use alliteration or similies.
