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Description
Foxes look rather like a medium sized dog.  They have a thick red-brown furry coat and a long, bushy tail with a white tip.  They look scruffy and darker in the summer because that’s when they lose their winter fur. 

Habitat
Most foxes live a home in the countryside called an earth or den.  It’s usually a tunnel beneath undergrowth, in a bank or between tree roots.  Many foxes live in towns and cities and often visit gardens where they may live under a shed or near the railway.  Foxes have also been found to be living on school grounds. 

Diet
Foxes hunt and scavenge at dusk and during the night.  They are very good at catching rats, mice, voles, rabbits and birds but they also eat animals that have been killed on the roads and search through dustbins looking for food.  Foxes will also eat insects, worm and fruit, in fact they will eat almost anything they can find.  They are very efficient predators and kill large number of prey, much more than they could possibly eat!

Senses
Foxes are very alert and use their sense of smell, hearing and sight to help them find tiny mice scurrying through the tall grass.  Their hearing is very strong.  Any squeaking will attract the attention of a fox from quite far away.  When they think they’ve found a mouse, they pounce on it, grabbing it with their paws.  They often play with their food before killing it. 
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
