How to make a simple sock puppet

What you need:
· A sock
· Glue – the stickier the better! Or a needle and thread.
· A pen (check with an adult first as permanent markers do not wash out)
· Two buttons or googly eyes (or make some eyes using circles of white paper. Remember to colour in the pupils)
· Different materials to decorate your puppet, for example wool/pipe cleaners/fabric/pom-poms

What you do:
1. [image: Mark the Place for the Eyes]Put the sock on your hand to get a feel for where the mouth will be. The mouth will be created by the crease between your fingers and thumb.
Once you have a feel for how you want to hold the puppet and mark where you want the eyes to go with the marker.








2. Glue or sew the eyes on to the puppet.
[image: Attach the Eyes]





3. Decorate and customise your puppet. Glue or sew hair/fur, ears, clothes or jewellery or anything else you find necessary. Be as creative as you can. Look at some of the pictures in the ‘Sock Puppet Gallery’ below for inspiration. Have fun!
