2. Or you may have the equipment to create a short animation using lego, play-doh or other small toys. Animations are films made from lots of pictures, in each picture something small is changed. For example an arm may move slowly up. When all of the pictures are played together the image will appear to be moving.  If you do not have access to software to make your own animation then you can create your own animation using an LGfL software online. https://content.lgfl.org.uk/secure/stopframe/
