Firstly, I believe that if artefacts were moved to another country in the past, the country that houses the original dig site should have everything returned. No one had the right to take the artefacts from their original place, all the artefacts in museums that were taken from their country should go back to where they came from. They should be returned as soon as possible. How would you like it if someone came and took valuable things from your house? I know I would not like that at all. So be considerate of other people belongings!

Some people believe that artefacts should only be returned if proper care can be provided by the countries of origin but I am sure that museums argue this by stating that they should keep the artefacts because they can display them better and not because countries of origin can't house them properly. 

A lot of arguments and excuses are made by museums holding such artefacts in foreign countries but it will be easier to understand their reluctance and reasoning if you simply considered the amount of money they are generating by keeping them.  The "Economics" means that countries want to ‘hang on to’ artefacts such as the Rosetta Stone in your Museum and the Nefertiti's statue in Berlin (both of which were taken away from Egypt illegally) as they generate millions every year and play a big role in the tourist industry for those cities. So the question for you to consider is whether to do the right thing while suffering huge financial consequences?

Everything that belongs to Egypt must be returned to Egypt.
