The Role of the Rabbi during & after 
service
◦ The word Rabbi translates as ‘teacher’ in Hebrew.

◦ The role of the Rabbi is slightly different to a priest or a Lama in the Buddhist religion as 

the Rabbi is not only seen as a spiritual leader, but also a counsellor, a role model and 

an educator!



Jewish Religious Clothing

Other roles of the Rabbi The Rabbi is seen as an 

educator and someone 

who works closely with 

the Jewish community. 

They work in schools 

educating the young, 

spend time with families 

helping them through 

hard times and inspire 

others with the Jewish 

faith.

They can also spend time 

with families celebrating 

Jewish festivals, such as 

Shabbat.
